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What is the EU/EBRD EEFF?

0 A grant-supported credit line for industrial energy efficiency investments
o Private sector Romanian industrial companies may receive:

* Loans - of up to 2.5 million Euros from participating banks

BCR é BANCA TRANSILVANIA® %

 EU-financed free Technical Assistance from consultants TRAPEC

e 15% EU grants (up to 375,000 Euros each) when investment complete



What kind of investments are eligible?

0 Most energy efficiency investments ARE eligible...
* On site co-generation of heat and electricity
* Rehabilitation of boilers
* Replacement of old gas boilers with condensing boilers
* Process improvements (that save energy)
o Steam distribution improvements (steam traps, condensate recovery)
» Heat recovery from processes
« Automation and control systems
..... and many more

0 ... but some investments are NOT eligible:
— Greenfield investments
— Renewable energy investments
— Investments that yield <20% energy savings or <10% |.R.R.



What kind of investors are eligible?

Investors must be:

o0 Creditworthy
« BCR, BT or CEC's lending rules will apply

o From the private sector
» Fully private, or majority private

o Not from certain ineligible sectors
e Such as armaments and real estate

o May not have received another EU grant for the same investment



What are the step-by-step procedures?

1. Discuss with TRAPEC's EEFF experts, to see if your idea is eligible

2. Discuss with BCR, BT or CEC and sign a Letter of Engagement

3. Receive free TA from TRAPEC: Energy Plan + Energy Audit if needed
4.  Sign a loan agreement with your selected Participating Bank.

5. Use the loan to make the energy efficiency investment.

6. Consultants MWH prepare a Verification Report

7. EBRD pays the 15% grant into your bank account, in Euros

« Loans from EBRD through participating banks BCR, BT and CEC
Grants from the EU through EBRD

0  Whatis the interest rate and other lending conditions?
« AskBCR, BT or CEC

0 What is the role of TRAPEC?
« We manage the EEFF in Romania under contract to EBRD...
. ... Including the provision of Technical Assistance to borrowers

0 What is the role of MWH?
 To verify that the your investment is complete and operational...
. ... S0 that EBRD can pay your 15% grant

0 Is using the EEFF difficult / bureaucratic?

A great deal of technical and economic documentation is required...
... but TRAPEC and MWH do this for you

o Are the services of TRAPEC and MWH free?
