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o EEFF is an 80 million Euro grant-supported credit l ine from the EU and 
EBRD to help Romanian companies finance energy effi ciency investments.  
Key features are:

1. Loans – of up to 2.5 million Euros per company, through:

2.  Free technial assistance from TRAPEC SA, financed by EU/EBRD

3.  EU grants of 15% of the loan value (max. 375,000 Euro each)

What kind of investors are eligible?What kind of investors are eligible?

Investors must be:

o Creditworthy
• BCR, BRD, BT or CEC Bank's lending rules will apply

o From the private sector
• Fully private, or majority private

o Not from certain ineligible industrial sectors
• Most industrial sectors are eligible for the EEFF
• Only a very few sectors are excluded… such as arms manufacturers

o May not have received another EU grant for the same investment



What kind of investments are eligible?What kind of investments are eligible?

o Most energy efficiency investments ARE eligible... 
• On site co-generation of heat and electricity
• Rehabilitation of boilers
• Replacement of old gas boilers with condensing boilers
• Process improvements (that save energy)
• Steam distribution improvements (steam traps, condensate recovery)
• Heat recovery from processes
• Automation and control systems

.....and many more

o ... but some investments are NOT eligible:
• Greenfield (except in the case of re-location, which is eligible)
• Hydro and wind
• Poorly-performing investments ( <20% energy savings or <10% I.R.R.)



What are the stepWhat are the step --byby --step procedures?step procedures?

1. Discuss with TRAPEC to check that your idea is eligible

2. Discuss with BCR, BRD, BT or CEC Bank and sign a Letter of Engagement

3. Trapec prepares a study (technical and financial) to support your investment

4. Sign a loan agreement with BCR, BRD, BT or CEC Bank

5. Use the loan to make the energy efficiency investment.

6. Independent consultants MWH verify that the investment has taken place

7. EBRD pays the 15% grant into your bank account, in Euros
